o Call up Participants- first in, first to fly



1) Each flight takes about 20-30 minutes(from Dispatch to Exit).  



Young Eagle’s(YE’s) need to be waiting or the next YE will go 



instead. NO DELAYS



2) If Youngster is not available,  go directly to the next registered 



YE. 



3) If sheets are clipped together, those youngsters want to be 




flown together. If there is no room for them,  put them on hold 


and go to the next YE.



4) Do NOT  have empty seats in the airplane unless NO ONE is 




waiting.



5) If youngsters want a particular airplane or pilot they will have to 



WAIT until that airplane or pilot is available.

YE Certificates as soon as each flight is completed

Subject: REPORT of 9th Annual DEAN MEMORIAL AIRPORT AWARENESS DAY- June 4, 2005 

Date: June 9+, 2005rev 

SUMMARY OF THE EVENT: 
      When the weather was checked around 6:35 am on Saturday June 4, 2005 for this year’s Dean Memorial Airport Awareness Day,  the ‘briefer’ indicated, “After the haze burns off around 9:30-10 am, you will have great weather, visibility over ten miles, light winds, and a ceiling of 4,000 feet or more ”.   The weather was better than predicted.  The Event was made possible by the 75+ volunteers, including members and pilots from EAA Chapters 613 and 740, Airport Commission members, Haverhill Community members,  Dartmouth Hitchcock DART Air Response helicopter teams, and 4 to 6 ‘vintage’ aircraft from Mount Washington Regional Airport.    

      The Chat Table of four ol’ heads with up to 60+ years of aviation experience  shared their stories with the young and old.  Pictures taken of YE’s, aircraft, people attending the event, etc. from the 2003 event were available for viewing.  WYKR, and six businesses in the area, again sponsored event Information in advance,  and the wonderful ‘live’ broadcast from the Airport by ‘Stephen John” from WYKR.    

       Seventy One(71) youngsters became YOUNG EAGLES including, four in the twin engine Beechcraft BE-55, two in a Diamond Katana Motorglider, two in a Maule Float plane, seven in the vintage Cessna 195, one in the Piper Tomahawk, one in a ‘vintage’ Luscomb, and many in two and four seat versions of Cessna airplanes.  Fifteen EAA pilots flew 37 flights including the five pilots from EAA Chapter 613 who reside in the Burlington, Vermont area.  The ‘team’ supporting the YE pilots efficiently did the YE registration, assigned them to pilots, and filled out the Certificates that the pilots signed and presented to each YE after their orientation flight. Many YE’s also received a poster of a Cessna 172 cockpit. About 15 families purchased colored pictures of their YE’s, with their pilot, in front of the airplane they flew in.

      For the first time at the event, 14 adults received scenic rides in 9 flights. Funds received will be used toward Capitol Improvements of the Airport. 

      Again, it was good to have in attendance the anonymous benefactor who has given over 25 thousand dollars to the Dean Memorial Aviation Scholarship Fund. Presently, the Fund is approaching FORTY THOUSAND DOLLARS....WOW!         

      The static aircraft display included: two airport based Helicopters, the DHART Helicopter, an Ultra-Light, and aircraft from Mount Washington Airport including a Navion, Pitts acrobatic biplane, R22 Helicopter, and a BT-13 pre W.W.II training airplane 

      The Haverhill Police Safety table and cruiser were a hit again. Excellent educational information, and safety items were provided to community members for their use.  Also the North  Haverhill Fire Truck and two EMT’s with the Woodsville Ambulance were in attendance.     

     Many people stopped by tables where information on Flight Training & Avionics from Signal Aviation, Airport Master Plan update efforts, and Civil Air Patrol(CAP) was available.       

    Several hundred vehicles were parked by four people. Between 600 and 800  people from Haverhill and surrounding towns from New Hampshire and Vermont, attended the event.   Several additional ‘food runs’ were made to meet the needs of the people attending.  

      THE EVENT WAS GREAT BECAUSE: THE WEATHER WAS PERFECT; 75+ PEOPLE MADE the EVENT HAPPEN;  RAY BURTON, New Hampshire Executive Council and JACK FERNS, Director, New Hampshire Aviation, Ground and Rail Transportation ATTENDED; and MOST IMPORTANTLY, MANY INTERESTED FAMILIES ATTENDED the EVENT!! 
The following comments address the specific areas of responsibility provided by the volunteers. 


Co-Chairpersons: It’s time for two other members of the Airport Commission to step foward to 
take on this responsibility. Remember to submit the Insurance Application to EAA a month 

before the event; and send letters to people who have agreed to ‘work’ the event 
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Equip., etc./Name Tags/ Signs/Posters: Posted 11”x17” signs under the green and white 

Airport Direction Signs on Highways #10(two), #116(two), and Airport Road off #116(two 

before the turn into the airport)... Lettering could be 2X larger  printing for motorists to 

EASILY read from several telephone polls away.  Signs were up before 8 AM...good timing.  





Radio Control Model Airplanes-”Prop Busters”: only one aircraft was available this year.. .

Since they could not fly without a $60 ‘Prop Buster’ insurance rider...Commission should 

consider the Pros and Cons of paying the fee.

Haverhill Police Safety Training Table-Much Safety info, etc. and Cruiser: Very well 

received. do again 
next year

CAP Table & Helpers: Some good information available at the Table; but there were no 


cadet helpers this year. Need to get a commitment for 3-4 cadets to help at the event

‘Chat Table’:  People had a good time chatting with each other. Joe LoSchiavo, as ‘chat’ table 

member this year,  has agreed to help with contacting ‘chat’ table individuals before the 

event and publicity for the ‘chat’ table next year...will stimulate questions/dialog and for the 

press to ‘come and see’.

ideas that may improve the efficienccy for registration of youngsters

year....Nat’l Guard couldn’t Next year contact Nat’l Guard &  DART to have Helicopters come 
again.

Photo, Newspaper, & local stores, etc. Publicity: JO & SHOCASE, Parents Magizine did 

excellent ‘pre-event’ coverage at no cost to Commission. Betsy Uline did a great job getting 

info ads in many papers, EAA, and AOPA . Next year add "photos available for purchase" to 
the ads.

Photography: Sold 10 photos, 2 with frames($114).  Need 2 additional workers (to take 


pictures of YE’s and their pilot in front of the airplane they flew in; and making the prints.   

 


Area School Briefings: Appeared to be well received.. need to do a better follow-up with school 

officials and job involving Student Representatives.

Radio Publicity: Again, very well done....Get WYKR for ‘onsite’ coverage again next year. Six 

businesses donated $300; WYKR more than matched
 the $300

Food: Neted $203+..great job by the team; Mini Wind Socks sales not bad...sold 16 ...$32 all profit

Adult Rides:  14 flown: 9 flights; need at least one additional pilot

Airport Master Plan: A number of interested people stopped by to learn about what was being 

done; new residents to the area in particular. About 50 ‘stress airplane squeeze balls were 

given out at no cost to the Commission....THANKS Carol
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Flight Training, New Avionics & New Skyline Airplane: A number of people requested info 

on “What’s required to become a pilot?” Avionics person needs to know 
about Garmin 

products better; other than the G1000.  Next year, put Table next to the Adult Rides table.

Young Eagles Flight Rally:


Registration, Entrance/Dispatch, & Exit/Certificate Tables:  Good job...the many 


helpers allowed for ‘breaks’..continue to strss the printed basic instructions.

Aircraft ’Ramp’ Security & ‘Escort’: Need 3-4 people who must wear the ‘florescent vests’.  

VERY IMPORTANT: Be sure escorts are available at the Dispatch entrance to the ‘flight line’ 

area to prevent people from wandering around and/or touching/climbing on aircraft 


unescorted...otherwise we will not get owners of static displays(aircraft., etc.) for this. Need 
briefing on the day of the event...These people are NOT to park airplanes.

Airport “Setup”, Tear-down, etc.: great job!!.

Pilot(s) & Briefing: Contacted over 40 to get 15 committed pilots. Two pilots did not show.  

Continue to mail info packs to pilots in advance, confirm each pilot is member of EAA and 

get their registration form back before the event to reduce “dead time” at the event.  Need 

to be sure pilot’s that come after the initial briefing, receive the briefing before they fly YE’s.

YE ‘Mobil Airport Control Tower’: Need 3 people assigned to this task to control ground 

and flight operations must wear the ‘florescent vests’ and have radios with head phones 

Observations by several pilots...two other people were in the area trying to help with 

ground operations sent conflicting directions to pilots...too much chatter...many transmitions 
were ‘stepped on’. 
Have 5 minutes between taxi/take-offs to help eliminate aircraft 


‘bunching up’ during flight and ground taxi/parking. When aircraft traffic does ‘close up’,  

direct appropriate aircraft to continue approach doing a ‘go-around’ and reenter ‘down 

wind’ or ‘base’ to obtain adequate aircraft spacing.  Use a second radio frequency ‘outside’ 

traffic pattern(ie. 122.95). ‘Mobil Airport Control Tower’ persons should attend 

Pilot’s Briefing to be sure everyone understands and knows the ‘ground’ and 

‘flight’ procedures...a good detail briefing is needed before starting to fly YE’s 

 
***Add an additional exit/enterance to the runway with 50-50 State Funding 

N. Haverhill Fire Truck & EMT’s/Woodsville Ambulance:  North Haverhill Fire Truck parked 

behind the ol’T hangar close to Airport Rd. EMT’s with Woodsville Ambulance parked near 

UltraLight. Need  to return parking location to what was used at previous events.

Automobile Parking, etc.: Need 3-4 people. Good job. Need to be on site by 8:30 AM with one 

at the entrance to parking area on Airport Road. Need for some training before the event?
